2009 USDF Symposium 
Observations From The Adult Amateur Demo Rider

 Jan showed me how I was over bending the neck in my 10m circles and how I needed better 
outside rein connection.  Then Jan got on again and showed the crowd BB's stuff - they did lovely half 
pass work. Jan really activated BB's hind leg and he looked just lovely.  Jan discussed with the audience 
what a nice match BB was with me and how it takes a year for a horse/rider pair to really get to know 
one another.  Jan wore a microphone when he rode that made a muffled thumping with the strides 
and it really emphasized what a regular and pure tempo he maintains on the horses regardless of 
length of stride.   Jan also worked with BB and some of the other horses on straightness and relaxation 
before the changes by riding the diagonal without changes to a simple change just before the letter.  
So many of the more trained horses wanted to start changes or tempis and they just had to wait.  Al-
though on Sunday he had me ride the short side in counter canter a couple times, he seemed to prefer 
having the horse walk before the turn while straight, thereby waiting on the aids.  

 Sunday was raining and cold.  A party at the facility Saturday night kept the horses up into late 
night and a marathon race early Sunday morning insured that all of the horses were a bit ramped up 
and BB was no exception.  I went in with a much hotter horse than Saturday, but he stayed obedient 
and through and allowed some difficult work.  After the warm-up, consisting of stretching, round 
work in all three gaits, we started with 10 meter circles to shoulder in for 18 meters to another 10 meter 
circle to travers.  On the long side we went from long to short to long steps trying to maintain the 
same tempo.  Then we worked on a 20 meter circle around Jan, "making" (Jan talk) long to short steps 
without changing tempo and then same stride length, but changing from quick to slow tempo, both in 
trot and canter ɀ then we spiraled in to very collected canter - almost to pirouette canter.  Next we 
worked on achieving the neutral canter on the long side in counter canter and depending on the obe-
dience, a flying change, or if BB was anticipating, around the short side in the counter canter.  Jan 
worked allot on straightness and demonstrated how I was over bending the neck and not getting 
enough bend through the entire body of my horse.  Then we did the diagonal canter work, trying to 
keep a straight neutral canter to a walk.

Jan worked with us on finding the horse's comfort gait and work and would go back to that gait and 
work if the horse became tense.  Jan is quick to go back to the very basics of the training scale if things 
go awry or the horse becomes tense ɀ especially relaxation and rhythm.  He is very much about the 
health and happiness of the horse and speaks over and over of the classical training methods.  He is 
creative and almost obsessive about fixing problems through correct work, even if it means taking 
many steps back.  He is another example of the fun it is to school exercises and then the actual test 
movements can accomplish themselves.  I feel fortunate to have had this foundation in all my training 
and the Symposium weekend re-emphasized its importance.  Obviously Mr. Brink knows a world 
about correct work, having kept Briar on the international scene longer than any other Grand Prix 
horse! 

 The other demo riders and their horses were super and I learned so much watching as much as 
I could and speaking with the other riders, most of whom were professionals.  My trainer loved the ex-
ercises Jan used and we all enjoyed hearing Jan's talk Saturday evening.  What I took away from Mr. 
Brink's talk is that the language starts with an independent seat, then solid contact and then soft, clear 
aids.  The aids are like words, once we know the language (seat), we can add words (aids) to our vo-
cabulary.  Until we have the basic language down (seat), we cannot have clear, steady contact, cannot

If you will spend the time and pay the painful price (I could barely 
walk for weeks) of a few months of lunge line lessons, a whole new world will open up to you.  Watch 
the incredibly talented trainers and young riders we have in our Region and the successful upper level 
amateurs, and you will see one common similarity ɀ they can all sit the horse, and so their aids are 
clear and they are speaking the same language with their horses. 

 I was thrilled to find Mr. Brink was funny and humble.  He is a tremendous enthusiast and 
clearly loves horses!  It was an honor to ride with him and represent our club at the Symposium.
